Will 2011 be the year we see the long battle to get access from East of High cross Lane on to the Flitch Way sorted out. A problem, which Lesley has been pursuing vigorously, now that Jack Panzetta has retired. Lesley has been busy not only with her PWOW but also with organizing our litter picking days, Parish walks and delivering the Grapevine to 50 households.

 Plans to extend the Winfresh building have been implemented this year and will make the enterprise a global player in today’s Fair Trade society.

  Although the Jehovah Witness congregation has not yet submitted the plans for a New Kingdom Hall the land they do not need and have promised to give the Village has been transformed. The Lt. Canfield Allotment Association must be congratulated for working tirelessly all winter to clear the site of 30 years of neglect, which has created a really good sense of community spirit. With the help of Ben French and his excavator the stumps have been dug up and burnt, site levelled and cultivated. Plots have been marked out and allocated so that some planting can start this growing season. Lets hope we can secure some 106 money from the Priors Green Development to help pay for fencing and water supply.

  The Crumps Farm landfill site has come to a stand still due to Edwards Waste going in to receivership. Until we hear from Essex CC as to who will continue the after care of the site this could become a real Blot on the landscape for Little Canfield.

  Priors Green part of Little Canfield is almost fully occupied now and apart from a few remaining Island sites the development seems to be looking good. The play areas are still being maintained by Countryside and in the next year they hope to hand the management over to UDC or LCPC. Peter has been battling with Countryside and UDC Planning to comply with the conditional removal of the Haul Road, which has finally gone, but the landform is nowhere near the original level. Our thanks go to our District Councillor Jackie Cheetham for helping with this one. Countryside has at last agreed to erect a Notice Board although   LCPC has had to Purchase it. Speeding of lorries going to the construction site and the dog fouling of footways have been recent complaints from Priors Green residents.

  Thanks to John the Neighbourhood Watch news gets circulated by E-Mail as well as the seasonal news delivered with the Grapevine.

 Stretch has been able to oversee the replacement of the stolen War Memorial Plaque and has kept the site looking great so thanks to him. His help at PC meetings is also much appreciated.
